THE UNITED KINGDOM
Over the first two months of the year, we at the Swedish Chamber of Commerce for the UK have hit the ground
running with one word guiding us a little bit extra: future-proofing.

Together with our fellow Nordic chambers in London, we also
gathered for the annual Nordic Chambers Business Forum –
this year all about happiness and wellbeing at work. The
discussions brought a distinctly Nordic flavour to the question
of how we build workplaces where people can thrive, and how
that links directly to performance, retention, and long-term
competitiveness.

Recruitment has been in full swing too. Our annual Scholarship Programme drew more than 150 applications,
and we are now finished with interviewing candidates for the next cohort who will join us in June. At the same
time, we have announced our new Chair, to be appointed at the AGM in June – Mats Torstendahl from SEB – as
well as new board members Nadine Allen (Ericsson), Andy Fraser (Saab) and Karen O’Rourke (H&M). Their
mix of experience across finance, tech, industry, and retail will add real strength to the community.

A part of the team also headed to Stockholm for TechArena – a brilliant opportunity to see Swedish innovation
up close, and to meet founders and investors with the UK firmly on their radar.

Staying on that theme, we will be back in Stockholm in March for our ‘Welcome to the UK’ event, aimed at
Swedish startups and scaleups exploring the UK as their next step. Shortly after, we’ll be hosting our inaugural
People & Talent Forum in London, followed closely by the M&A Forum. It’s shaping up to be an exciting, action-
packed spring – and we look forward to keeping the ideas and experiences flowing across the wider Swedish
chambers network.

With this in mind we kicked off Q1 with two Business Breakfast
sessions. The first took a deep dive into the shifting
macroeconomic landscape and what it really means for Swedish
and Nordic companies on the ground in the UK. The second
focused on trade and customs, translating post-Brexit
complexity into practical takeaways for businesses of all sizes
moving goods across borders. Both confirmed what we’re
hearing from members: the appetite for clear, usable guidance
has never been stronger as in these changing times.

Pan-Baltic Macro Outlook 2026
On 5 February, the Swedish Chambers of Commerce in Lithuania and Latvia together with the Scandinavian
Chamber of Commerce in Estonia hosted the Pan-Baltic Macro Outlook 2026 webinar. Economists from SEB –
Mihkel Nestor, Dainis Gašpuitis, and Tadas Povilauskas – presented their outlooks for the Baltic economies,
highlighting key trends for 2026 including growth prospects, inflation dynamics, labour market developments,
and regional competitiveness. The discussion was moderated by Kata Fredheim from the Stockholm School of
Economics in Riga and concluded with an engaging Q&A session. The event strengthened regional cooperation
and provided members with valuable insights into the economic outlook for the year ahead.

LITHUANIA

The program featured a market overview by Darius Budrys, Commercial Attaché of
Lithuania in Sweden, who analysed sector developments over the past two years, the
prevailing economic environment, key challenges, and emerging business
opportunities. Vaida Strazda shared practical insights into the day-to-day realities
faced by Lithuanian companies operating in Sweden. The event concluded with a
panel discussion including representatives from Cranbalt and Inhus, who exchanged
experiences and perspectives on working in the Swedish market. The webinar
provided participants with valuable insights into market conditions, investment risks
and opportunities, sustainability trends, and partnership potential within Sweden’s
construction industry.

So far, it has been a very fun and memorable season at the Swedish Chamber of Commerce in Lithuania.
